"We are handling our businessona
day to day basis and it is an evolving
situation.

Guidance makes
no sense in this unpredictability,"
saidthe CEO of leadingengineering
firm seeking anonymity.

India’s third largest IT exporter
Wipro was the first firm to skip its
revenue guidance on 16 April. Wipro

was followed by Infosys, which too
suspended guidance temporarily ci-
ting uncertainty over impact of Co-
vid-19 and related lockdowns across
the world. Since then, most of the IT
companies withdrew or declined to
provide earnings guidance.
Companies like Infosys, Larsen &
